In describing this continent 
words are all inadequate. It 
is better to let stories speak 

for themselves and you can build your own 
picture and come to your own conclusions. 

ToP training is one of the shared resources used 
by ICAs across the globe. John Cornwell writes 
about the ongoing value of ToP, having been 
originally trained with the ICA:UK Volunteer 
Service Programme, and having used the methods 
in South Africa and Kenya (page 28).  ICA:UK 
funded ToP training by ICA Benin as part of our 
capacity building programme (page 12). Jonathan 
Dudding describes how he has used his 
facilitation skills in developing a lasting 
partnership with Sightsavers International. He has 
carried out country reviews in Sierra Leone, The 
Gambia, Cameroon, Nigeria, Tanzania and 
Zambia  and showed partnership in action by 
working with ICA Tanzania and ICA Ghana in 
delivering these programmes (page 11).  

HIV/AIDS remains a significant public health issue 
across Africa. The Elton John AIDS Foundation 
appreciated our report of the impact of the Living 
Well pilot programme in Kenya and Uganda, and 
ICA:UK are currently developing a further 
proposal to take the programme forward in 
those countries and to introduce it to Lesotho 
and South Africa (page 10). ICA:UK raised 5,000 
Euro for an HIV/AIDS project in Togo, and the 
first progress report has been received (page 13) 

African countries have limited resources to 
respond to widespread need as in the situation of 
HIV/AIDS, and to significantly improve people’s 
quality of life. Patrick Mbullu draws on research 
undertaken by South Africa-based NGO Khanya, 
and describes how community-based workers 
offer the potential to reach many people, and can 
widen access to services and empower 
communities (page 22).  

Fisser Mpuka of ICA South Africa writes on page 
18 of the xenophobic violence we have seen on 
our TV news recently.  But as everywhere, 
outside of the newspaper or TV headlines and 
the stereotypes, Africa is about individuals. “Elise, 
you must come to Rwanda” was Elise Packard’s 
introduction to Rwanda. Dedacienne 
Mukahabeshimana’s “smile was brilliant; her 
warm eyes engaging; her personal story of 
survival riveting. How could she refuse her warm 
invitation” (page 25). 

In World Reports in a rather unusual item, we 
report that the Joseph Wesley Mathews’ archives 
have been moved to the Wesley Theological 
Seminary (page 18). In 1963 Joe, with his brother 
James and nephew Stanley, journeyed by air 
across Africa; from Liberia in the West, to the 
Congo, on to Johannesburg and Salisbury 
(Harare) and finally to Kenya – a continent in 
“revolution”.  James has recently written, “The 
forces at work in Africa were as mighty as they 
were multiform – mighty like the power of the 
Congo and Zambesi rivers. Here was a segment 
of humanity which we found young (and also 
ancient), fresh, earthy, open, vital, spontaneous, 
proud, angry, virile, confused and powerful. The 
whole natural setting seemed to resonate to a 
mighty force”1.  

But also in this issue you will read how ToP and 
ICA’s approach are being applied in the UK and 
elsewhere, within the youth field and more 
widely.
